BACKGROUND

IN CONSIDERATION OF the matters described above and of the mutual benefits and obligations set forth
in this Agreement, the receipt and sufficiency of which consideration is hereby acknowledged, the Client and
the Contractor (individually the "Party" and collectively the "Parties" to this Agreement) agree as follows:

SERVICES PROVIDED

TERM OF AGREEMENT

The Client is of the opinion that the Contractor has the necessary qualifications, experience and
abilities to provide services to the Client.

A.

The Contractor is agreeable to providing such services to the Client on the terms and conditions set out
in this Agreement.

B.

The Client hereby agrees to engage the Contractor to provide the Client with the following services (the
"Services"):

• Creating designs for clothing and other accessories and making those designs come to life.
Including homeware;

• Fittings, consultations, and alterations regarding the designs before photoshoots.; and

• Photographing designs and other accessories, including homeware, in an organized
photoshoot..

1.

The Services will also include any other tasks which the Parties may agree on. The Contractor hereby
agrees to provide such Services to the Client.

2.

The term of this Agreement (the "Term") will begin on the date of this Agreement and will remain in
full force and effect until the completion of the Services, subject to earlier termination as provided in
this Agreement. The Term may be extended with the written consent of the Parties.

3.

In the event that either Party wishes to terminate this Agreement prior to the completion of the
Services, that Party will be required to provide 10 days' written notice to the other Party.

The Parties agree to do everything necessary to ensure that the terms of this Agreement take effect.5.

Except as otherwise provided in this Agreement, all monetary amounts referred to in this Agreement
are in GBP.

The Contractor will charge the Client for the Services as follows (the "Payment"):

• The client will pay a down payment of £10 as a deposit that will be removed from the bill total
due to completion of the order. The client will pay a fee that varies to the order. If the client
chooses to cancel the order they have placed the down payment will not be refunded and, if
purchases were made specifically for there order they will have to cover the exact cost of those
items. If the company cancels the order there down payment will be returned.

7.

Invoices submitted by the Contractor to the Client are due within seven days of receipt.8.

In the event that this Agreement is terminated by the Client prior to completion of the Services but
where the Services have been partially performed, the Contractor will be entitled to pro rata payment of
the Payment to the date of termination provided that there has been no breach of contract on the part
of the Contractor.

9.

The Contractor will be responsible for all income tax liabilities and National Insurance or similar
contributions relating to the Payment and the Contractor will indemnify the Client in respect of any
such payments required to be made by the Client.

10.

The Contractor will be solely responsible for the payment of all remuneration and benefits due to the
employees of the Contractor, including any National Insurance, income tax and any other form of
taxation or social security costs.

11.

The Contractor will be reimbursed from time to time for reasonable and necessary expenses incurred
by the Contractor in connection with providing the Services.

12.

All expenses must be pre-approved by the Client.13.

Interest payable on any overdue amounts under this Agreement is charged at a rate of 10.00% per
annum or at the maximum rate enforceable under applicable legislation, whichever is lower.

14.

Confidential information (the "Confidential Information") refers to any data or information relating to
the business of the Client which would reasonably be considered to be proprietary to the Client
including, but not limited to, accounting records, business processes, and client records and that is not
generally known in the industry of the Client and where the release of that Confidential Information

The obligations of confidentiality will apply during the Term and will survive
indefinitely upon termination of this Agreement.

All intellectual property and related material (the "Intellectual Property") that is developed or produced
under this Agreement, will be the property of the Contractor. The Client is granted a non-exclusive
limited-use licence of this Intellectual Property.

Title, copyright, intellectual property rights and distribution rights of the Intellectual Property remain
exclusively with the Contractor.

18.

Upon the expiry or termination of this Agreement, the Contractor will return to the Client any
property, documentation, records, or Confidential Information which is the property of the Client.

19.

In providing the Services under this Agreement it is expressly agreed that the Contractor is acting as an
independent contractor and not as an employee. The Contractor and the Client acknowledge that this
Agreement does not create a partnership or joint venture between them, and is exclusively a contract
for service.

20.

All notices, requests, demands or other communications required or permitted by the terms of this
Agreement will be given in writing and delivered to the Parties at the following addresses:
